2023 In A Glance: Funding
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Overall WIC finished the 2023 year $1,393.70 below the forecasted budget

The main impact to being below budget was that although $3000 was secured for
approved funding applications, several applicants did not meet the set-out requirements to
receive the funding leaving a balance of $1,075 in unclaimed funding.
